EQAO tracked the progress of students who wrote the primary-division assessment in 2011, when they were in Grade 3,
and the junior-division assessment in 2014, when they were in Grade 6. There were 114 students at the time of the 2014
junior-division assessment. The pie charts below show how students performed on the 2014 assessments compared to
their assessment results in 2011. The percentages are based on all tracked students in the cohort, including those who
participated, those who were exempted and those who provided no work to be scored.

Tracking Student Achievement in Relation to the Provincial Standard
Primary (Grade 3) to Junior Division (Grade 6), 2010-2011 to 2013-2014
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The reading results for the 103* students
in the cohort are as follows:

e 65% (67) met the provincial standard
in Grade 3 and Grade 6;

o 17% (18) did not meet the standard in
Grade 3 but met it in Grade 6;

e 4% (4) met the standard in Grade 3
but did not meet it in Grade 6 and

e 14% (14) did not meet the standard in
Grade 3 and did not in Grade 6.

The writing results for the 103* students
in the cohort are as follows:

e 66% (68) met the provincial standard
in Grade 3 and Grade 6;

e 26% (27) did not meet the standard
in Grade 3 but met it in Grade 6;

e 1% (1) met the standard in Grade 3
but did not meet it in Grade 6 and

e 7% (7) did not meet the standard in
Grade 3 and did not in Grade 6.

The mathematics results for the 103*
students in the cohort are as follows:

e 67% (69) met the provincial standard
in Grade 3 and Grade 6;

o 13% (13) did not meet the standard in
Grade 3 but met it in Grade 6;

e 1% (1) met the standard in Grade 3
but did not meet it in Grade 6 and

e 19% (20) did not meet the standard in
Grade 3 and did not in Grade 6.
