Eligible Students

First-time eligible students are working toward an Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD). These students are
expected to write the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test (OSSLT) for the first time in the spring of their
second year of secondary school; this also applies to students who entered Grade 10 from out of province.

Previously
Eligible Students

Previously eligible includes all students who were absent or deferred, or were unsuccessful during one or more
previous administrations; were previously exempted but are now working toward an OSSD; entered Grade 11 or
12 from out of province or enrolled in an adult education program and began Grade 9 in or after the 2000-2001
school year.

All Eligible | This method of reporting provides percentages based on all students in the cohort who are working toward an
Students | OSSD. The only students excluded are those who are not working toward an OSSD (exempt students).
Fully i This method of reporting provides percentages based on students for whom there is work for both sessions of the
Participating administration of the OSSLT and who were assigned an achievement result (successful, not successful). Students
Students | Who are not working toward an OSSD, those who were absent and those who were deferred are excluded.
Successful : Students who fully participated in the OSSLT and received a score that met the expected standard.

Not Successful
